GOSPEL MEDITATION - Sth Sunday of Easter

If you had to summarize the essential core of the Christian life, what would it be? Mercy, truth, or love,
perhaps? The readings today suggest another word which may surprise you. That word is priesthood.

St. Peter says to us, “You are a ‘chosen race, a royal priesthood...”” To be part of a priesthood is to
offer a particular sacrifice in order for the community to survive and thrive. Jesus is the great high priest
because he offers the one perfect sacrifice which heals and perfects the entire human race. Peter the Apostle
wants us to know that all the baptized share in this priestly ministry. The whole of our lives, including every
detail, is meant to become our acceptable offering to God.

The baptized exercise this priesthood in many ways, I'll mention three. At Sunday Mass, in private
prayer, and in daily work. At Mass, we offer the sacrifice of our lives with that of the priest, who symbolizes
Christ the Priest. In our prayer, a “morning offering” prayer is a great way to offer up all the joys and
sufferings of the day to come. In our daily work, we sacrifice our time, comfort, money, and energy to do
good for others. All this gives the deepest possible meaning to our lives: we share in the priesthood which
saves the world. That’s at the core of our faith.

‘ May - the month of Mary \

May and Mary : There have long been devotions to our Blessed Mother, but the dedication of the month of
May to Mary is a more recent development in the long history of the Church. In the sixteenth century there
were month-long Marian devotions, but they were not necessarily associated with May. In medieval times,
various celebrations involving Mary occurred in May. But it wasn’t until late eighteenth-century Italy that the
idea of dedicating May to Mary began to take root. Toward the end of the eighteenth century a zealous Jesuit
priest, Father Lalomia, started among the students of the Roman college of his Society the practice of
dedicating May to Our Lady. The devotion, which others had promoted in a small way, soon spread to other
Jesuit Colleges and to the entire Latin church and since that time it has been a

regular feature of Catholic life. The Month of Mary was founded! This notion

flourished in the nineteenth century and began to foster daily devotions, frequent

rosaries, and May crownings around the world. And so May, the lovely month of |

nature’s motherhood, came to be dedicated to our Blessed Mother Mary.

It is Mary’s holiness and purity that become the special object of our |
devotion; a purity of soul and body that we should revere and strive to imitate.
Sin and Satan were never a part of Mary’s life. Would that we could say the
same! Not for a moment was there ever any difference between her will and that
of the Most High. Not for a moment was there anything in Mary that could in any
way displease her Lord. Of all God’s creatures, Mary is indeed all fair, the
beloved of the Almighty. ‘

During this month dedicated to her, let us admire the sinlessness of God’s Mother, of our own Heavenly
Mother. With God'’s grace and Mary'’s assistance and intercession, we can achieve that purity of soul that is
pleasing to her and to her Son. Our Lady Queen of May!
