4th Sunday in Ordinary Times
Sunday’s Readings : Deuteronomy 18:15-20;Ps 95:1-2, 6-7, 7-9 (8);
1 Corinthians 7:32-35;Mark 1:21-28

\ Reflection : In today’s Gospel. after Jesus’ preaching, an astonishing thing happens. A
man possessed with an unclean spirit calls out to Jesus. As we see in this example and
throughout Mark’s Gospel, the spirits and — demons seem to know Jesus and are often
S0 fearful of him. In fact, they seem to understand Jesus’ identity better than his disciples.
W As we will read again and again in Mark’s Gospel, Jesus orders the spirit to be quiet

and drives the unclean spirit out of the man. Jesus’ ability to heal those possessed by
demons is an indication of his power over evil.

In the prescientific age of Jesus’ time, all illnesses were understood to be manifestations of evil and
sinfulness. Our modern understanding of illness is very different. Possession by unclean spirits may be
described as, what we might call mental illness today. en a way of describing certain kinds of physical
conditions. There is evidence that there were many kinds of exorcists and healers in first-century Palestine.
Jesus appears to be like these healers, but he heals with unique authority and connects his healing activities
with the words of his preaching. The crowds see in Jesus’ cure of the possessed man further affirmation of his
authority. Jesus’ power to heal gives greater credence to his teaching. Jesus impresses the crowds through his
words, which are manifested with power in his deeds. Mark’s Gospel tells us that because of the authority
with which he healed, Jesus’ fame spread throughout all of Galilee.

Diocese of Oakland - New Liturgical Policies,

Below an excerpt from communication received from the Diocese of Oakland “The Structure of the Mass, Its
Elements and its parts” regarding the New Liturgical Policy - common bodily posture, to be observed at
Mass and to be implemented by Ash Wednesday, February 14th, 2024 :

The General Instruction for the Roman Missal for the United States, No. 43 states that “ The faithful
should stand from the beginning of the Entrance Chant, or while the Priest approaches the altar, until the
end of the Collect; for the Alleluia Chant before the Gospel; while the Gospel itself is proclaimed; during
the Profession of Faith and the Universal Prayer; and from the invitation, Orate, fratres (Pray, brethren),
before the Prayer over the Offerings until the end of Mass, except at the places indicated below.

The faithful should sit, on the other hand, during the readings before the Gospel and the Responsorial
Psalm and for the Homily and during the Preparation of the Gifts at the Offertory; and, if appropriate,
they may sit or kneel during the period of sacred silence after Communion.

In the Diocese of the United States of America, all the faithful should kneel beginning after the singing or
the recitation of the Santus (Holy, Holy, Holy) until after the Amen of the Eucharistic Prayer, except when
prevented on occasion by ill health or for reasons of lack of space or for another reasonable cause.
However, those who do not kneel ought to make a profound bow when the Priest genuflects after the
consecration. The faithful kneel after the Agnus Dei (Lamb of God) unless the Diocesan Bishop
determines otherwise.”

Therefore, Bishop Barber requests that in our diocese we join the rest of the faithful in our country in
kneeling after the Lamb of God in order to prepare ourselves reverently for reception of Holy Communion
(except for health or other reasons mentioned above).
