 The Epiphany of the Lord 

Sunday’s Readings:     Isaiah 60:1-6; Ps 72:1-2, 7-8, 10-11, 12-13;  
Ephesians 3:2-3a, 5-6; Matthew 2:1-12  

 

Reflection - Penances and Prayers  
 

God’s glory, now, is kindled gentler than candlelight 
under the rafters of a barn: 

Eternal Peace is sleeping in the hay, 
And Wisdom’s born in secret in a straw-roofed stable.* 

 
 

When I was younger, I wrote music to and recorded Thomas Merton’s poem, “Epiphany Carol.” If you 
have never read it, search it out on the internet. Merton’s words are profound and paint a picture of the 
awesomeness of Jesus, the newborn King of Kings, lying in a simple straw bed. The shepherds and Wise 
Men are drawn to pay homage to the One who has been born above all others and brings with him hope 
for a broken world. 
 

As Merton correctly points out, the gifts we are called to bring to this baby and lay at his feet are our  
prayers and penances, next to those gifts of worldly wealth. What is it that you have to bring to the stable 
on this feast of the Epiphany of the Lord? Unless those prayers and penances lead to a new way of living, 
our gifts will be void of meaning. What we lay before him speaks to the change in us that he has given to us 
by his birth. Our daily stewardship is resembled in those gifts. If we are to truly echo the kingdom of God 
in our lives and actions, what we ultimately offer to him is no less than our entire selves. This baby will 
give his entire self for us, and his work must continue through our hands and feet. 
 

While we unnumbered children of the wicked centuries 
Come after with our penances and prayers, 

And lay them down in the sweet-smelling hay 
Beside the wise men’s golden jars.*

Los pastores y los Reyes Magos se sienten atraídos a rendir home-
naje a Aquel que ha nacido por encima de todos los demás y que trae consigo esperanza para un mundo roto. 
 

Como Merton señala correctamente, los regalos que estamos llamados a traer a este bebé y poner a sus pies son nuestras 
oraciones y penitencias, al lado de esos regalos de riqueza mundana. ¿Qué es lo que tienes para traer al establo en esta 
fiesta de la Epifanía del Señor? A menos que esas oraciones y penitencias conduzcan a una nueva forma de vida, nues-
tros dones no tendrán sentido. Lo que ponemos ante él habla del cambio en nosotros que nos ha dado con su nacimiento. 
Nuestra corresponsabilidad diaria se refleja en esos dones. Si realmente queremos hacer eco del reino de Dios en nues-
tras vidas y acciones, lo que finalmente le ofrecemos es nada menos que todo nuestro ser.

Mt 2:1-12 
 

ĐI THEO ĐƯỜNG LỐI CHÚA 
 
 

Suy niệm: Các nhà chiêm tinh, nhờ quan sát dấu chỉ 
của ngôi sao lạ, dò dẫm con đường tìm đến để bái 
lạy vị Vua mới sinh, rủi thay họ không ngờ lại gặp 
phải Hê-rô-đê bạo chúa. Thế rồi, nhờ được tiếp cận 
với lời Kinh Thánh-dù là qua miệng lưỡi mưu mô 
xảo quyệt của Hê-rô-đê-họ biết được đích xác vị vua 
mệnh danh là Ki-tô ấy “phải sinh ra tại Bê-lem;” thế 
là họ đã mau mắn “đến triều bái Người.” Một khi đã 
gặp được Vua Ki-tô, họ được mách bảo phải “đi lối 
khác” mà về quê hương xứ sở. Lần này, họ chọn đi 
con đường Chúa chỉ cho, nghĩa là họ đang đi trong 
con đường của Chúa, con đường của sự thật. 
 
Mời Bạn: Nhà văn Lỗ Tấn từng nói rằng trên trần 
gian làm gì có con đường; lối đi mà người ta cứ đi 
mãi thì sẽ thành đường thôi. Thế nhưng, trước 
những thực tại của cuộc sống, có vô vàn “lối đi” và 
chúng ta có tự do để chọn lựa đi lối này hoặc đi lối 
khác. Giữa muôn vàn con đường như thế, bạn phải 
phân định để nhận biết có những lối mòn, có những 
cung đường vô định không đi đến đâu, lại có những 
con đường mang tên Hê-rô-đê dối trá dẫn đến vực 
thẳm. Con đường đích thực là con đường dẫn đến 
chân lý, sự sống, và hạnh phúc, con đường đó được 
định hướng bởi Lời Chúa. 
 
Sống Lời Chúa: Tôi quyết tâm thực hành việc đọc 
Lời Chúa mỗi ngày để được Lời của Ngài biến đổi. 
 
Cầu nguyện: Lạy Chúa, đường lối của Chúa kỳ diệu 
vượt quá sự hiểu biết của chúng con. Xin tỏ cho 
chúng con thấy đường lối của Ngài để chúng con 
can đảm và mạnh mẽ tiến bước trên hành trình tiến 
về Nước Trời. Amen.
