SẼ KHÔNG BAO GIỜ PHẢI CHẾT! 
 

Suy niệm: Chúa Giê-su làm cho anh La-da-rô. 
Tất cả câu chuyện rất phong phú về tình tiết và 
súc tích về nội dung này kết tinh ở sứ điệp mà 
Đức Giê-su trao cho cô Mác-ta: “Thầy là sự sống 
lại và là sự sống. Ai tin vào Thầy thì dù đã chết 
cũng sẽ được sống. Ai sống và tin vào Thầy, sẽ 
không bao giờ phải chết.”
